Course Description - The Course Description provides information on the purpose of the module and a summary of topics to be addressed. It indicates what will be expected of participants. The Course Description should provide enough information for potential participants to decide whether or not they wish to participate.

( Best Practice Example:

Introduction to Assistive Technology will provide a basic knowledge of the legal definitions of assistive technology, the legal requirements of IDEA, examples of assistive technology devices in a range from light-tech to high-tech, and tools for assessing individuals for assistance through assistive technology. Participants will attend two face-to-face meetings at the beginning and end of the course, complete four online assignments, and be active members of threaded discussion online.

( Non-example:

This course is about how to integrate technology into classroom instruction.

Intended Audience - Intended Audience describes in detail the specific group of people for whom the course is designed. Any eligibility criteria need to be listed.
