The White Rhino


The White Rhino, also known as the Square-Lipped Rhino, is the second largest rhino species in the world.
  It is now on the verge of becoming extinct as a result of its popularity as a target for hunters.
  Rhinos are amazing creatures, and in this essay you will learn about their physical traits, environment, and eating habits. For example, if you stood motionless a little more than 100 feet away from a White Rhino, it would not be able to see you because it has very poor eyesight.

The White Rhino has got the looks! It has two horns on its head
 (the first one being much larger than the second), square shaped lips,
  three toes on its feet,
 and a distinctive hump on the back of its neck.
  It is 12 feet long, weighs approximately 2 tons, and stands 6 feet tall.
  The White Rhino’s lifespan is approximately 45 years.
   The female gives birth (after a gestation period of 16 months) to a single calf, who weighs about 143 pounds.
  The White Rhino is one good-looking animal.


Now that you know what a White Rhino looks like, where are you likely to find one? The answer is that they live in southern and northwestern Africa
 because they like a warm climate.
  They will likely be found grazing on a plain or savanna.
  Since Africa offers both a warm climate and wide open spaces, it is the ideal home for White Rhinos.


  Quick! What does a White Rhino eat?  If you did not know already, the answer is that a White Rhino eats different types of foliage
 to grow its big, bulky body. The White Rhino uses its square-shaped lips to grab grass in small places.
  This is another reason why a White Rhino will be found on plains or savannas. If you thought White Rhinos get to be big and strong by eating meat, think again, White Rhinos are herbivores.


One of the last megaherbivores,
 and with large horns that are really keratin fibers (not bone),
 the White Rhino must be proud. According to The Big Zoo.com® “[t]he White Rhino relies mostly on its sense of smell. In fact, the part of the body responsible for smell (the olfactory passages) is larger than its entire brain.”
  The White Rhino is found only in parts of Africa, has bad eyesight but good hearing, and grows to its enormous size on a diet consisting entirely of different types of foliage. I hope you now realize how amazing the White Rhino is, and that you want to go and see one.      
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
